IV. Potential Seminar location changes:
· Judge Lake indicated that the Madison Marriott West has recently increased costs, including additional charges for technology, room fees, etc.  The average cost had been $12,000, but the February 2017 seminar cost $21,000.  Lisa Pierobon Mays agreed to approach the Marriot to discuss the price increase and try to negotiate a lower cost.  
· Judge Lake asked for ideas/suggestions for new locations.  Possible locations included:
· Madison East Side – Judge Lake indicated options there were relatively limited.
· Downtown Madison – paid parking would be an issue.  
· Johnson Creek – location ideal for Madison and Milwaukee attendees, but those coming from the north and the west would have to travel further.  
· Wisconsin Dells – Judge Lake indicated that in the past, when the seminars are moved north (Wausau, Steven’s Point) attendance declines.
· Suggestion made that one seminar could be held in the Madison area and the other in the Milwaukee area.  
· Nothing was finalized on the location for future seminars, but Judge Lake asked the Board to be consider alternate locations.  

V. Scholarships:
· Melissa Stone indicated that for the past two years, 2015-16 and 2016-17, there has not been a UW-Madison scholarship recipient.  It is unclear why the Law School has not provided the student’s name.  Judge McKenzie agreed to contact the school.  

VI. Website – Joshua Turim:
· Josh has been administering the website and explained some of the problems issues with the current process and maintaining the site.  He indicated that the current website tool is not user friendly.  For instance, when uploading materials from sponsors, the materials usually must be re-sized, which requires Joshua to go back to the sponsor and ask them to alter or change the images.  While Josh knows how to use the current system, and has written an extensive guide for the next website administrator, his recommendation is to switch over to a new website host – Wordpress – so the next administrator can easily manage the administration.  
· He believes that this can be done for approximately $2,000.  Josh received approval from the board to get a quote to switch it to Wordpress.  
· The board agreed that after reviewing the quote, a vote will be taken via email to approve the work to be done on the website.
